1. Competition Venue

The 2010 IWS National Championship Finals will be held in Houston, Texas on the campus of the University of Houston.  UH is located 10 minutes from downtown, 20 minutes from Hobby Airport and 40 minutes from Bush Intercontinental Airport.  The competition will take place at the Campus Recreation and Wellness Center (CRWC). The CRWC features six courts, many fitness venues, locker rooms and a Smoothie King and a convenience store. 3. Hotel

Use the Code: 1WS (yes that’s the number one not a typo) in order to receive the special group rate when reserving your rooms. You can call or they are putting up a website for us to book online. I will send it to you when it becomes available (about a week). The reserved block of rooms will end on October 12th.
Event Room Rates: Up to four per room
· $109.00/night for a standard double, non-smoking room
· There are 18 accessible rooms with two beds in our block of 50 rooms. Each one is a roll-in Shower (Please only ask for what you need as the 18 needs to cover all teams)
· Shower chairs are available upon request (one per accessible room)

4. Registration Fee - Form EF
The event fee is $150 Per Person, which includes games, venue meals and banquet, event shirts, and awards. We realize this is a large increase but costs have gone up and it still is only 2/3 of the total budget. 
5. Team Deposit 
Mail a non-refundable deposit in the amount of $250 per team by September 12th, 2010 with Form EF to the LOC.  Email a Preliminary team roster, Form R, to the LOC by the same date.  Please complete all information as it is required to plan for the games program, ordering games t-shirts and planning for transportation.  The entry fee balance is due October 12th, 2010 mailed with Form EF to the LOC.  Email the final team roster and transportation forms, R & T to the LOC by October 12th.
6. Meals 
The meal Plan includes light breakfast food at the venue and a box lunch each day starting with the evening meal on Friday at the gym.  UH-CRWC has both a convenience store and a Smoothie King with varying hours of operation during competitions. (Like open during the day but closed at night). Also there are both Subway and Pizza restaurants located across the street from CRWC.
7. Banquet
The banquet will be Sunday, November 14, 7:30 PM at the Hilton Americas, cost is a part of the Entry Fee. It is $60 to non-participating guests. The deadline for the purchase of extra tickets to the banquet is November 5th.  Form EF
8. Airports
The competition hotel is located 40 minutes from Bush Intercontinental Airport (IAH) and 20 minutes for Hobby Airport www.fly2houston.com/home. IAH is a hub for Continental and handles some other airlines. Hobby is a hub for Southwest Airlines. The website is for both airports. When you come to the home page choose the airport you arrive at to get information on like Car Rentals. Each airport has its own set of information pages.
9. Ground Transportation

Airport runs will be made Thursday & Monday only. Transportation will be provided for players needing accessible transportation. Coaches should note that this service will depart the airport at certain times based on the number of players.  A complete schedule will be provided prior to your arrival. 
Vehicles can be rented at the airport from a number of vendors. www.fly2houston.com/home. Click on this website to Houston Airport Systems; select the airport you are arriving at, either Hobby or George Bush Intercontinental. You will have all the airport information you need to find including Car Rental with a list of companies. Bush has a new Car rental facility with one bus going to all of them. Hobby is the old throw back system with each having its own busses. However, Hobby’s website is just as informative and both give you all the Phone numbers you need.
If you want a truck, cargos and/or mini-vans, PV Rentals, the company GHAAPD uses for all its local needs, has a location at Bush Intercontinental airport. John Troyer is the contact person whom you may call/email personally to arrange your needs at special rates arranged by the GHAAPD. If you want check out these rates, email me and I will send you his quote so he doesn’t have to do this multiple times. When you secure vehicles with him use “USA-IWS Nationals” as the identifying code.
His points of contact are john@johntroyer.com, 281-384-8477 (cell). If you are coming into Hobby airport call him anyhow and see what he can do for your team. PV Rentals’ address is 16422 Aldine-Westfield Rd. which is near the airport but has its own private site. 10. Player Eligibility Rosters
USA-IWS requires teams to submit a Player Eligibility Roster to the National Office in accordance with  Rule 3 by August 30th, 2010. This Form E is found in file “USA-IWS FORMS V8.3.doc” This rule Protects both teams and players allowing USA-IWS to review a player’s membership status.
11. Independent Players
Independent players with no team affiliation are invited to the event.  Individuals must email Form “E” for independents to USA-IWS by August 30, 2010. Once a player declares an independent status, he or she cannot join a team without going through USA-IWS. Form “E” can be found in file “USA-IWS FORMS V8.3.doc”
12. Profiles on New Players to USA-IWS

Profiles on new players to USA-IWS must be submitted only when that player is added to the roster of a Division II team and is a class 4 or 5. The Player Profile form P can be found in file “USA-IWS FORMS V8.3.doc”.
13. Membership, Medical and Release Forms - Information 
Every player must have a current USA-IWS medical form completed within the twelve months proceeding the first day of the tournament.  Every participant must be a member of USA-IWS.  You may join at the door.  All membership checks must be made payable to USA-IWS.  All participants, staff and volunteers must sign the release form. All three forms can be found in file “USA-IWS FORMS V8.3.doc”. Please note the current dues for membership are only $10.
14. Classification

Some Classification will take place on Thursday depending on arrival of Classifiers. However, a large block of time is slated for Friday at CRWC.

Teams are referred to Rule 2 for the player classification structure and point system found in the file “USA-IWS CLASSIFICATION V8.3.doc” section outlines the functional Profiles for each class and each disability category.
